Topic: Zentangles 

Zentangle®...you've likely heard the word before, coined in late 2003 by Rick Roberts 
and Maria Thomas.  You may have even seen samples of the art form, intricate-looking 
designs, typically in black and white.  But do you realize that you have all the skills 
needed to create your own? If you can write your name, you can create a zentangle! 
The method has a few very simple steps that are easy to learn and follow.  

 

Pat Ferguson (aka the "Zen Quilter") is a longarm 
quilter and Certified Zentangle® Teacher who 
uses this wonderful art form to inspire her machine 
quilting. According to Pat, "I could not draw until I 
created my first Zentangle, and then I was 
hooked!  Even if you think you can't draw let me 
prove you wrong!"  

During this program, Pat teaches the basics of 
Zentangle and how it can influence your machine 
quilting or possibly encourage you to begin to 
machine quilt.  You will also be inspired by the 
zen" quilts she brings for your viewing pleasure! 
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Pat's passion for quilting began in 1980 
and has evolved into a lifetime ambition. 
She enjoys trying new techniques and 
incorporates them into her custom work 
and classes.  She became a Certified 
Zentangle Teacher in 2010 and 
subsequenty authored the "Zen Quilting 
Workbook" which includes patterns 
created by Pat, amazing designs created 
by her students, and teaches the reader 
how to produce unique continuous line 
designs that are easy to execute!

* Please Note: There will be a mini-workshop during this program.  Each participant will 
draw a 3 1/2" zentangle over the course of the evening. If you would like to try your 
hand at  zentangling, you must purchase the "Zentangle Starter Kit" from Pat --  $6 fee 
to be paid that evening.  Advance sign-up is requested so Pat will know how many kits 
to bring.  You may sign up at guild meetings now through February or by email to 
programs@rnqg.org. If you prefer to be an observer, a projector will allow you to watch 
Pat's work.  You may also walk around the room to see how participating guild members 
progress in their designs. 

Demystifying Zentangles® 

According to the official Zentangle® website, “Zentangle® is an easy to learn method of 
creating beautiful images from repetitive patterns”. Pat Ferguson (our guest speaker for 
the March guild meeting) adds, “It requires no artistic skills.  It is therapeutic, non-
technical, helps break creative block and takes on its own form with each person’s 
individual style.”  

Pat is a pioneer in the area of “Zen Quilting”.  She moved Zentangles® from their origins 
of black ink on white cardstock into the world of quilts by allowing the art form to inspire 
designs for her machine quilting.  

The March guild meeting will have two segments.  The first part of the evening is a trunk 
show of Pat’s quilts.  During the second half of the evening, Pat invites guild members 
to try their hand at the art form. She will demonstrate how to draw several basic 
Zentangle® shapes (such as the one shown below).  
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Workshop participants will claim seats at tables placed near the front of the room.  To 
join in the workshop, you must pre-register so Pat will know how many “starter kits” to 
bring for the evening.  Each kit contains all the tools and supplies needed for drawing 
Zentangles®.  The $6.00 fee for the starter kit must be paid to Pat that evening.  

Individuals who choose not to join the workshop are free to get up to observe the 
progress of participants or can simply watch Pat’s pen strokes which will be projected 
on a screen.
